| am an action-person. If something is wrong, | want to make it right. If
someone has a problem, | want to find a solution. If a pregnant Mom is not
receiving the care she deserves from her doctor or nurses, | want to make
heads roll until she gets the best!

The other night | dreamt that a couple was expecting a baby. Mom went into
labour early, there were complications, and the doctor was nowhere to be
found. The couple asked me to go find their doctor and MAKE him come
back. I raised all sorts of trouble to MAKE that doctor return and care for
my client - dragging him behind me as | raced down the hall. Then a person
walked mournfully out of the couple's hospital room and | knew instantly (in
my dream) that either Mom or her baby had died.

My spirit sank low within me.... not just because of the death, but because of
my absence during that death. | should have been with Mom, Dad, and baby
through their terrible ordeal. | was so busy making the doctor act, | didn't
actually do what | was called to - embracing, caring, and loving
unconditionally no matter WHAT happened.
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| woke up, and while still in that half-asleep place, | realized God was using Fof‘r:] nership
this dream to tell me: Sarah, it is not your place to change the course of
events. | have called you to bear witness to the births of my children, and to - Praise and
love these mothers, also my children, through it all. Prayer
As a follower of Jesus, there are times when the right thing to do is fight for
justice in our un-just world. There are also times when it is not our place to
intervene, but to love unconditionally those persons touched by injus tice and heartache.

Even when it appears that a problem needs a solution - for instance, when a young person
works up the courage to say "I'm struggling with cutting” - what they need first is not a solution
to their problem. They need first to be embraced, cared for, and loved unconditionally.
Wrongs need to be righted, problems need to be solved, and injustices need to be corrected.
