Doula Ministry Update - Sarah Stanford

I knew "Melinda" wanted to have me as her doula. She had the paperwork, and we'd been getting
together all throughout her pregnancy - hanging out, planning, establishing trust, and building our

relationship. Then one day | heard through the grapevine that she was in labour at the hospital.
What?? | told myself that she must have decided she didn't need me. | saw her a cougtier days |
though - still very pregnant - and something seemed 'off'. We didn't have time to talé tteatied her
later in the day to check in. | prayed for her before calling - asking God to bring her camdfpeace,

and to help me find the right words as I tried to gently piece together what was going olifén he

turns out Melinda WANTED me to be her birth doula but she thought she couldn't afford it and didn't
know how to ask me, so she had been avoiding me.

In our phone conversation | learned that the baby's father may not make it to the birth. Shiefds a f

she hopes can come with her, but that isn't certain either. | could hear the straimda®lehice as

she told me she 'might end up doing this alone." My heart broke for her. No woman should have to birth
alone! (Yes, the doctor and nurses are around, but if you've visited a labour and delivery waesin the
few years you'll know that a labouring Mom is ade to receive continuous one-on-one support from

the hospital staff.)

Without a moment's hesitation | told Melinda that if money was the only thing standiregway then |
would waive my entire fee. ".....really?....." she asked. "....you'd do that for me?"

"Absolutely.” | said. (Our policy at Youth For Christ is to ensure that doula cardidyravailable,
especially for young moms.) She burst into tears of relief and thankfulness.

So now Melinda waits for those tell-tale signs that her baby's arrival isnemtniand | wait for my cell
phone to ring.....
